She’s 51 
years the same her husband. She’s also a farmer. Her daughter name is Mouen Chhoum. She’s 28 years old. She 
has three children two girls and one boy the small boy that she holds in her arm just one year.  And another boy 
stand in front without clothes is her nephew.   
 
 Before they got this well, they used the neighbor’s well that based a little far from their house and they 
have their turn to take the water. And in this family the rule is very strict who used too much water and take too 
much water either.  
 
 Mother said (every time when I need water to use I felt very disperses because the owner of the well 
that they take water to used every day is very angry person and unkind too, but they have no choice, if they use 
another well is very far from their house so they just use that well with very hard feeling until now. And 
normally they take water only when the house owner finished dinner and they watch TV. So they‘re not face to
